Format: a 5-hour workshop offered on a single day with a morning session, a lunch break, and an after-
noon session. The workshop uses didactic presentation, paired discussions, case studies, small group
discussion, large group discussion, role play, and sharing stories. Handouts are made available to partici-
pants.

The registration fee covers all materials, plus lunch.

The workshop has been developed under the care of the Center for the Study of White American Culture,
Inc. (CSWAC) in Roselle, NJ. Each workshop is conducted by a team of CSWAC trainers who are also
white anti-racist activists with a history as organizers and facilitators working in cross-racial alliances.

Requirements: The workshop is appropriate for white people who are open to learning what to do about
racism, perhaps feeling they should be doing something but not sure what. The workshop is also appro-
priate for people of color who want to support white people who want to take action against racism.

Prerequisite: Particiants must have completed either 1) What White People Can Do About Racism: 101 -
Fundamentals, Part 1, or 2) The Undoing Racism™ workshop offered by the People’s Institute for Survival

and Beyond within the last two years.
